Koszul Modules and Modules with Linear Presentations (25-30 min)

Algebras for which every module is a Koszul module are classified. A necessary condition
for the subcategory of graded modules with linear presentations to be equal to the sub-
category of Koszul modules is given. This condition is also a sufficient condition when the
algebra is radical cube zero. Finally, these subcategories are studied when the algebra is
a one point extension.
